Construction

The hull and deck are built of a vacuum-infused fibreglass/foam/polyester resin sandwich, with carbon
fibre-reinforced deck beam shelf and deck beams. Ensuring the best ratio between resin and glass. Also,
sandwich stratification provides excellent heat and sound insulation, improving onboard comfort.

The so-called collision bulkhead, as well as the bulkhead between the aft cabin and the lazarette are
watertight.

The deck is covered with Burma teak slats, 46 mm visible width and 8 mm thick.
